MUCH has been achieved since the Cycling Demonstration Town project was
launched in 2005. Here’s a taster of the latest developments.

Demonstrating our commitment

The pelican crossings on Parliament Street
were upgraded to Toucan crossings (able to
be used by walkers and cyclists), and shared
use paths have been created to allow access
to and from the bridge.

the southern side of Westgate to a shared
use path to the new Lidl store. Similar work
was carried out to the footpath on the
northern side of Westgate - connecting the

Lancaster City Centre

The first phase of work in Lancaster city
centre was completed earlier this year and
includes a contra flow cycle lane on Phoenix

Street (see below), giving cyclists from the
east side of town better access to the
Millennium Bridge and beyond.

2008 and beyond

So what’s in store for the rest of 2008
and beyond?

Projects currently planned are:

Contra flow cycling on Brook Street,
Lancaster, which will benefit cyclists
wishing to use the orbital cycle route
around the city centre and provide a
safer link to the canal towpath and
routes beyond.

Completion of the Morecambe
Promenade cycle route with a new
Toucan crossing at the eastern end of
the promenade and a section of shared
use path / on road cycle lane to get

. cyclists to and from the canal towpath
at the end of Rushley Drive.

Further improvements to the cycle
network in Lancaster are planned,
including contra flow cycling on
Church Street, a programme of
advanced stop lines and a scheme
to improve accessibility across the
junction of South Road and Penny
Street.

Morecambe Promenade

A new access for cyclists has
been created from the
Promenade via Knowlys Road
- to provide access into
Heysham village. A signing
scheme into the village is also
planned.

Work has also been
completed to link the
Lancaster Morecambe
Greenway to the Promenade
via shared use footways and a
cycle lane on Central Drive.

Westgate, Morecambe
Work took place to convert

Schools

Bowerham Road,

Lancaster

May 2008 saw the opening of

an improved cycle/footpath

to link the Hala estate to St
Bernadette’s and Moorside

primary schools and to

Stepping Stones School on

Bowerham Road.

Improvements include
reconstruction/widening of

the path, replacement and
realignment of the school fence, street
lighting and signage. The footway on
Bowerham Road was converted to
‘shared use’ so that pedestrians and
cyclists can access the schools and use
the path to Barton Road.

Our Lady’s High School, Lancaster
In March 2008 the footway along
Morecambe Road in front of the school
was converted to shared use. Itis
proposed to extend this footway
conversion beyond the school to the

Greenway link (by Westgate school) to the
new store. The projects included a new
toucan crossing at the school and an
upgraded toucan crossing near to the
shops.

Salt Ayre Cycle Circuit

July 2008 saw the official opening of the
improved cycle racing circuit at Salt Ayre.
This included widening and resurfacing of
the circuit and a cycle skills area. Sport
England contributed £150,000 to the
project and CDT £10,000.

Parking

Since the Celebrating Cycling project began
over 760 cycle parking spaces have been
installed across the district.

Grosvenor Park School,
Morecambe

December 2007 saw improvements
carried out to the link between
Roeburn Drive and the Lancaster and
Morecambe Greenway, alongside
Grosvenor Park School.

The improvements include
realignment of the school boundary
fence, removal of undergrowth and the
planting of new trees and a hedgerow.
